Sanmar Shipping Limited (SSL) commenced operations in September 1994 and acquired its first ship, a bulk 

carrier, in February 1995. The company subsequently diversified into the clean petroleum product tankers 

segment in 1996. 

SSL has since restructured its portfolio and consolidated its position as a strong player in clean petroleum 

products. The company operates a fleet of ten ships today, comprising eight tankers and two LPG carriers.

Business Partners
SSL has forged strong business alliances with reputed commercial managers operating out of Europe. Maersk 

Tankers (A P Moeller) based in Copenhagen, Denmark, operates one oil tanker, while HAFNIA Management of 

Copenhagen, Denmark, operates two more of its oil tankers.

Employment
SSL ships are employed on international and domestic routes. The tankers trade with oil majors such as BP, 

Shell, Indian Oil Corporation, Bharat Petroleum, Hindustan Petroleum, Reliance and major traders such as 

Trafigura and Vitol in the oil segment. One LPG ship is on a Mitsubishi time charter carrying VCM, and the other 

is operated by GasChem Services of Hamburg.
